Fundamental Facts about Addiction & Recovery
· One in four Americans has a family member who is struggling with addiction
· Over 80 percent of people with substance abuse or dependence disorder started using before age 18
· Currently, addiction affects an estimated 23.5 million Americans, yet only 10 percent are receiving the treatment they need.
 Prevention Works

· Every dollar spent on substance abuse prevention programs saves an average of $18 per student during her/his lifetime 

Substance Abuse Treatment is Effective:  
· Participation in treatment reduces illicit drug use by half

· Improves physical and mental health, and

· Reduces criminal activity by as much as 80%
